Cell Phone Policy
Office phones are private business phones and are not for student use. Parents are asked to refrain from calling students except in case of an emergency. Students may ask permission to use the school phone in the office of Student Services.  
Students are never allowed to use or have their cell phone on their possession during the school day.  Cell phones must be off and kept in the student’s assigned locker.  After dismissal, cell phones may be used in the main lobby or outside.  Students violating these regulations will have their cell phones confiscated, turned in to the Office of Student Services, and appropriate disciplinary action will be taken.  Students who do not surrender their cell phone in a respectful manner will receive additional demerits and those who refuse to surrender their phone will be suspended.  

Students violating the cell phone policy will receive the following disciplinary consequences:

· A student will receive 2 demerits and 1 detention plus a $10 dollar fine for the first offense.  The confiscated cell phone will be returned to the student after payment of the fine in the Student Services Office.

· A student will receive 2 demerits and 1 detention plus a $10 dollar fine for the second offense.  The confiscated cell phone will be returned only to the student’s parent/guardian after payment of the fine.

· A student will receive 3 demerits and 2 detentions (obstinacy) plus a $20 dollar fine for the third offense.  The confiscated cell phone will be returned only to the student’s parent/guardian after payment of the fine

· A student will be suspended and will receive a $20 fine for the fourth offense.  The confiscated cell phone will be returned to the parent/guardian after payment of the fine.

· Additional offenses will result in another suspension and student dismissal for violating the school’s suspension policy.   

Lost or stolen cell phones are the responsibility of the student.
