Dress Code Disciplinary Policy

Students in violation of Mercy Vocational High School’s Dress Code Regulations will receive the following disciplinary consequences.  All violations will be recorded in PowerSchool.

· 1st incident = 0 demerits and lunch detention

· 2nd incident = 0 demerits and after school detention

· 3rd incident = 1 demerit and after school detention

· 4th incident = 1 demerit and 2 after school detentions

· 5th incident = 1 demerit and 1 Friday detention 

· 6th incident = 1 demerit and 1 Friday detention plus parent/guardian meeting and/or notification via letter or phone call

· 7th incident = 1 demerit and 2 after school detentions plus 1 Friday detention

· 8th incident = 1 demerit  and 2 after school detentions and 1 Friday detention

· 9th incident = 1 demerit and 3 after school detentions and 1 Friday detention plus meeting with the principal

· 10th incident and beyond = 1 demerit and 2 longer Friday detentions with the possibility of suspension

Body piercing jewelry including facial piercings are not permitted to be worn in school.  Students violating this regulation will receive the following disciplinary consequences.

· Students cited for facial piercings will receive demerits according to the appropriate consequence scale.  Students will also be notified by student services that they are required to remove piercing at home prior to school the next day.

· Students will report to student services at the beginning of homeroom the following day to check in.  Students who return with facial piercings will receive obstinacy demerits and be given the option to remove it or go home.

· If students opt to go home instead of removal, they will not be permitted to return to Mercy until piercing is removed

· Repeated violations may result in a suspension

Male students are expected to come to school cleanly shaven everyday.  Students who come to school with facial hair (including a moustache) will be subject to the following disciplinary consequences.

· Students cited for Facial hair will receive demerits according to the appropriate consequence scale.  Students will also be notified by student services that they are required to shave at home prior to school the next day.

· Students will report to student services at the beginning of homeroom the following day to check in.  Students who return with facial hair will receive obstinacy demerits and be given the option to shave or go home.

· If students opt to go home instead of shaving, they will not be permitted to return to Mercy until cleanly shaven.

· Repeated violations may result in a suspension
