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Grading:

· Tests: Tests will be given after every chapter.  Advance notice will be given as well as practice tests.  Test dates will be posted on my teacher page or web test calendar.
· Quizzes: Quizzes will be given mid-chapter and will be announced to the class.  All quiz grades will be averaged at the end of each quarter and counted as a test grade.  
· Homework: Homework is a major component of grading.  Written homework will be given 3-4 times per week.  All homework must be completed on the day that it is due to receive credit.  Homework grades will be averaged and counted as a test grade at the end of each quarter.
· Daily Review/Math Maintenance Problems: Students will be given 5 problems per day and will be graded on a weekly basis.  Grades will be averaged at the end of the quarter and counted as a test grade.
Expectations:

· Supplies: Students are required to bring the above mentioned course material every day.  Students failing to do so will be considered unprepared.
· Attitude: As in all classrooms, respect and cooperation are essential for learning and are expected at all times.
· Missed assignments/Tests: Missed assignments/tests due to absence are the responsibility of the students.  Upon a student’s return, the student should meet with me to determine a schedule to make-up any work or tests.
